INSTALLATION = " Photo 1

1. Jack up the rear of the vehicle and support the vehicle with N
jack stands, so that the rear wheels are off the ground

2. Remove the rear tires/wheels. Using a 7/8” deep well
socket.

3. Using a 18mm socket, and wrench remove the factory sway
bar links from the frame. Save hardware for reuse. See
Photo 1.

4. Install the supplied sway bar drop bracket, using the sup-
plied 1/2" hardware from 1200bag, into the factory sway bar
link hole and the slot in the frame. Tighten using a 3/4”
wrench and socket. See Photo 2&3.

Install supplied drop brackets. —=< % Tighten 1/2” hardware.




Install the factory sway bar link on the drop bracket using the factory hardware. See Photo 4.

Tighten using an 18mm socket and wrench. See Photo 5.

Repeat on the opposite side.

Reinstall the rear tires/wheels. Using a 7/8” deep well socket.

Remove the jack stands and lower vehicle to the ground.

0. Re torque fasteners after 500 miles. Visually inspect components and re torque fasteners during routine vehicle ser-
vice.
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Install sway bar links to drop brackets.
