1. Check contents of carton with the list above before beginning installation

6. Place the side rail on the bed rail, and push it to the front wall of truck bed. Then bolt the side rail with the 
aluminum block (already in the Factory Track in Step 5) together. Tighten the clamps each side.

7. Place the bed cover on the front end of truck bed. Ensure the cover is even on all sides and sit firmly on side rails. 

 

 

8. Adjust the front support plate(1-F) to correct position, insert the front bolt with rubber washer into the holes on 
the cover front panel and front support plate. Then tighten the hand nut under the front support plate.

Place one clamp at the 
front of the side rail and one at the rear (please make sure the rear clamps is placed on the position that is 
closest to tailgate).
