We strongly recommend, because of rollo-
ver possibility, that seat belts and shoulder harnesses should be worn at all times. Avoid situations where a side rollover
may occur. Generally, braking performance and capability are decreased when larger/heavier tires and wheels are
used. Take this into consideration while driving. Do not add, alter, or fabricate any factory or after-market parts to in-
crease vehicle height over the intended height of the Rough Country product purchased. Mixing component brands is not
recommended.

We will not be re-
sponsible for any product that is altered. We will be happy to answer any questions concerning the design, function, and
correct use of our products.

This suspension system was developed to accommodate a Maximum tire size of 35 x 12.50 on an 20x9” 0mm Offset.
Larger tires or different wheel offsets will need to be verified prior to use.

NOTICE TO DEALER AND VEHICLE OWNER

FRONT INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Jack up the front of the vehicle and place on jack stands. Remove the front wheels.
2. Remove 2 bolts from the center of the air dam using a 10mm socket/wrench to release the air dam. See Photo 1.
3. Remove the 4 bolts from the skit plate using a 12mm socket/wrench. See Photo 2.

5. Remove the sway bar from the frame using a 17mm socket/wrench. See Photo 4.
